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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a clinical case of a 59-year-old white male that is followed in this practice because of presence of arterial hypertension. This patient has metabolic syndrome. He used to weigh 231 pounds and now he is 207 pounds and blood pressure is 139/84. He is getting much better and the patient is feeling much better.

2. The patient had a cholelithiasis that was operated in Advent Health and the patient had an ERCP everything is patent. The liver function tests are back to normal, however the patient developed umbilical hernia and he has dried inguinal hernia that is relapsing. The patient is going to seek surgical help.

3. The patient has evidence of obesity that is improving.

4. The patient is CKD stage II. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.
