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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in May 2011.  The patient was in Korea.  The patient tells me that he was ridging on motorcycle on the left lane and suddenly a large vehicle turned right in front of him and blocked him.  The patient immediately had motorcycle accident impact on to the truck.  The patient tells me he fell down and had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he does not remember how long he is out of consciousness.  The patient was taken to the hospital.  The patient was evaluated.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient also has significant headache.  The patient currently has difficulty with memory.  He has difficulty remembering things, difficulty telling the passing of time, and emotional problems.  The patient also has anxiety.  The patient has chronic headaches.  The patient has coordination and balance difficulties.  The patient also has speech difficulties.  The patient has difficulty to express his thoughts.

The patient is currently working for a smoke lounge. He recenlty quit.  He tells me that his symptoms are affecting to do his job because of his chronic headaches and memory deficits.  He is unable to remember his task duties.  He got very nervous at work.  He also has balancing problems and coordination problems, which cause him very difficult time to work in a smoke lounge.

MOCA examination is 23/30.  The patient is 2 on abstraction.  The patient is 5 on delay recall.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in 2011 in Korea. The patient was involved in a motorcycle accident.  The patient was riding his motorcycle, and a truck in front of him made a turn and blocked him. The patient ran into the truck and completely lost consciousness. The patient fell to the ground.  The patient since then has significant memory deficits.  His MOCA examination shows that he missed all five in delay recall.  The patient also has chronic headaches.  The patient also has significant balance issues and difficulty forming words. It is my opinion that the patient sustained traumatic brain injury.  The head injury, resulted in headaches, confusion, loss of consciousness, these are common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  The patient currently has lot of headaches, dizziness, lightheadedness and speech difficulties.
