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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2011.  The patient was in Afghanistan.  The patient was in the base.  The patient tells me that he hit on a MRAP door.  It is a military armored vehicle door.  The patient tells me that he hit the left side of the head.  The patient tells me that he felt tired, headaches, and amnesia that day.  The patient tells me that he had difficulty to remember what happened that day. The patient was confused.  The patient did not feel normal for the next several days.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness.  The patient also tells me that he worked with many explosives when he was in Afghanistan.  He tells me that a shock wave has affected him.  He does not remember exactly the date of these explosions because there were so many of them in Afghanistan.

Currently, the patient has significant blurred vision.  He has headaches.  There are chronic headaches almost on daily basis.  The patient has memory problems.  He also has dizziness problems.  He has difficulty to concentrate at work.

The patient tells that he currently just finished reservist obligation. The patient is a quality engineer for a gaming company.  The patient is a quality engineer lead.  The patient tells me that these symtoms are affecting his work. He tells me that he has frequent headaches, which are affecting his concentration. The patient is not able to focus.  The patient has difficulty to memorize his task duties.  His memory becomes very poor.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In March 2011, the patient was hit by a armored vehicle door.  The patient was hit on the left side of the head.  The patient has immediate amnesia symtoms.  He does not remember what happened after that.  The patient felt tired and exhausted throughout the day.  The patient also has severe headache, dizziness, and lightheadedness for the next few days.  The patient is still having chronic headaches.  The patient has cognitive deficits and memory deficits.  The patient has blurred vision a lot.  The patient also has dizziness a lot.  It is my opinion that with door injury to the head, amnesia symptoms, dizziness, lightheadedness, head pain, headaches, cognitive deficits, these are all signs and symptoms suggesting for traumatic brain injury.

MOCA examination score is 26/30.  The patient missed four on delay recall.
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
