SOCIAL HISTORY: He has never been a heavy smoker or drinker. He used to be a teacher. He used to teach for 30 years or so. He currently does not have a regular physician. At one time, he was on high cholesterol and hypertension medication, but he has taken himself off of it and is not sure if he wants to resume that. He is from Louisiana. He is very hard-headed. He states he does not like to go see doctors unless it is absolutely necessary.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father died of old age. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 170/90. Pulse 92. Respirations 18. He states that his blood pressure machine “always runs high.” His blood pressure is much better than that.
NECK: No JVD. 

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. Hypertension, out of control.
2. High risk of TIA versus stroke.

3. We talked about taking blood pressure medication, he does not want to at this time.

4. High cholesterol.

5. Clearly has BPH symptoms.
6. He lives in a group home, I would leave any further treatment for his blood pressure or BPH and/or cholesterol per medical director.
