OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema and examination of the right knee reveal tenderness of the knee joint especially on the medical compartment and there is no significant joint effusion. Weightbearing is most painful.
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
