NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL REPORT & CLINICAL INDICATION:
History of paresthesias with tingling, burning, and numbness in the right hand fingers with radiation to the shoulder and neck and inferiorly down the lateral side of the body.

Features are part of a tingling, burning, and numb sensation this occurred following a fall in August 2022 landing on the right side.

Currently followed and treated for epilepsy long-standing remote history without status epilepticus regimen including Keppra 750 mg one b.i.d. and simvastatin 80 mg daily being followed currently at six-month intervals with stability on current treatment regimen.
PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

Transient vertigo.

OTHER MEDICATIONS:

Celexa 40 mg and simvastatin 80 mg.
PREVIOUS MEDICATIONS: 
1. Trileptal.

2. Low dose simvastatin.

3. Bisoprolol.

4. Hydrochlorothiazide.

5. Celexa.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

Previous history of loss of consciousness and leg fracture in 2012. Previous history of increasing depression with clinical treatment under the care of Dr. Walls, M.D.

LABORATORY;

Comprehensive laboratory studies accomplished on September 7, 2023, showed a slight elevation of the random glucose and slight reduction of the total white cell count with otherwise normative values.
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Autoimmune epilepsy evaluation panel was completed and was normal.

Cardiovascular evaluation showed dyslipidemia with elevated triglycerides, LDL cholesterol, non-HDL cholesterol, apolipoprotein B, and an elevated hemoglobin A1c of 5.8.

Static electroencephalogram Oroville Hospital Dr. John Schmidt September 26, 2023, was normal.

She gives a clinical history of nocturnal epilepsy.

Brain MR imaging for evaluation of seizure disorder ordered at Halo Imaging in Chico remains pending.

Dear Dr. *_______* & Professional Colleagues:

Janice Jolicoeur was seen for neurological continued and continuity of care with her history of partial seizures and seizure disorder with additional history of breakthrough nocturnal epilepsy and dyssomnia with nocturnal behaviors.

Her basic EEG was normal.

Her laboratory studies are within normal limits, but she demonstrates dyslipidemia and an elevated hemoglobin A1c for which she is known to be prediabetic and at this point most likely requires therapeutic intervention and treatment for risk factor reduction.

She remains stable on her current anticonvulsant treatment regimen, which should be continued.

Her neurological examination remains within normal limits.

In consideration for ongoing care, her anticonvulsant regimen will be continued at its current values.

We are ordering an ambulatory EEG to exclude evidence for recurrent partial or nocturnal epilepsy for which adjustment on her regimen might be indicated.

In consideration of her history of dyssomnia with nocturnal motor activity and arousals we will review the ambulatory EEG considering referral for diagnostic polysomnography in lab study for seizure disorder.

We had an extended discussion today regarding her history clinical symptoms and findings of stability.

I believe it is important to exclude nocturnal epilepsy they would be a substantial risk to her and to control any symptoms of dyssomnia they would lower her seizure threshold.

I will send a followup report when she returns.
