Leukocytes and very much the urine is consistent with urinary tract infection. She has no McBurney or Murphy signs. The pain is over her bladder and severe dysuria. No fever or chills reported. She does not get urinary tract infection a lot, but she has had a kidney infection in the past.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. The patient is not sexually active.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 109 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 74. Blood pressure 114/70.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft. There is slight tenderness over the bladder, otherwise abdominal exam is totally negative.
SKIN: No rash.

The patient’s ultrasound of the abdomen, liver, kidney and pelvis are within normal limits. The urinalysis as was mentioned above with large amount of blood and no stone seen and positive leukocytes.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Use AZO at home.

2. Macrobid 100 mg b.i.d.

3. Rocephin 1 g now.

4. The patient is not sexually active.

5. Pregnancy test is negative today.

6. Double voiding discussed.

7. Wiping technique bath versus showers and all discussed with the patient at length before leaving the office.
8. The patient and mother were given ample time to ask questions.
