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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 68-year-old white female that has a history of breast cancer that was treated initially at the Shands Teaching Hospital. She was found with right adrenal mass, kidney, ureter, nephroureterectomy and adrenalectomy. The diagnosis is metastatic carcinoma poorly differentiated involving the adrenal gland. The most likely site of the primary is the breast. The patient has been given different modalities of chemotherapy and after the latest modality the PET scan showed enlargement of the masses. Because of the presence of urinary tract infection she is going to be switched to a different chemotherapy, but after the antibiotic she was started on Trodelvy. The first infusion was a week ago. The patient is feeling well. We follow her in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage III. The laboratory workup that was done on 09/28/2023 the serum creatinine is 1.4, the BUN 20 with estimated GFR of 43. It has remained the same. The patient has a single kidney and in the urinalysis is consistent with 1+proteinuria, which is less than 500 mg in 24 hours. The vitamin B12 is 370 and the folate is higher than 24.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that has been under control. This assessment there was no report for hemoglobin A1c, but the prior one is 6.8%. This morning fasting 110 mg%.

3. Anemia related to chemotherapy and to the underlying disease. This is managed at the Florida Cancer Center.

4. The patient has bacteriuria. Recent UTI as mentioned before.

5. Hyperparathyroidism status post parathyroidectomy that was done in 2020. The patient has calcium of 9.5.

6. Arterial hypertension under control.

7. The patient has gained body weight. Her BMI went to 28.5, 151 pounds.

8. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup. So far the remaining kidney has been functioning well.

We spent 15 minutes reviewing the history and physical and the pathology at the Shands Teaching Hospital and we have the information Florida Cancer Center and our own information, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
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
