ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Welsh, Joseph
DATE OF BIRTH: 08/27/1963
DATE OF PROCEDURE: 10/06/2023
PHYSICIAN: Yevgeniya Goltser-Veksler, D.O.
REFERRING PHYSICIAN: Dr. Gary Visser
PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Flexible sigmoidoscopy.
INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: Screening for colon cancer and Cologuard positive.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral decubitus position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service (Monitored Anesthesia Care). A digital rectal examination was unremarkable. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct visualization to the distal sigmoid. The patient’s prep was inadequate which limited visualization of the mucosal fold. Decision was made to terminate the procedure. The scope was then withdrawn. The patient tolerated the procedure well without any complications. 
FINDINGS: Poor prep with inability to visualize the mucosa.
PLAN:
1. Plan to repeat procedure, this time a colonoscopy with two-day prep. This was discussed with the patient and the patient was strongly urged to reschedule given Cologuard positive and need for screening.
2. Follow up in the office as previously scheduled.
