Mr. Siebold is a 76-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1996. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, BPH, cervical injury at C1 restricting his neck range of motion and trigeminal neuralgia. His diabetes currently shows a hemoglobin A1c of 6.5%. He is currently on metformin 1000 mg twice a day and Trulicity 1.5 mg once weekly. For breakfast, he usually eats small meals. Lunch is usually a soup or low carbohydrate meal and dinner is usually a carbohydrate and protein.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 6.5%. My recommendation is to continue his currently therapy with metformin 1000 mg twice a day and Trulicity 1.5 mg once weekly. Recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior his return.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy as well.

4. For his GERD, continue follow with primary care provider. He is on omeprazole 20 mg once daily.
