Mr. Hicks is a 65-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2018. He also had a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, anxiety, proteinuria, vitamin D deficiency, peripheral arterial disease, anxiety, kidney stones, and obesity. For his diabetes, he is on Lantus 20 units once daily and glimepiride 2 mg once daily. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. He reports some episodes of hypoglycemia. His latest hemoglobin A1c was 9.7%.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 9.7%. At this point, my recommendations to add Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly and continue Lantus 20 units once daily. I would recommend holding the glimepiride 2 mg once a day.

2. We will plan on rechecking his hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, check his current lipid panel.

5. His diabetes is complicated by end-stage renal disease. He is on hemodialysis at Sun ‘n Lake.

6. For his coronary artery disease, continue to follow up with cardiology.

7. Followup with primary care provider.
