Mrs. Schuldt is a 76-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes several years ago. She also had a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic kidney disease stage III, anxiety, depression, asthma, overactive bladder, arthritis, and history of uterine/ovarian cancer. Her current hemoglobin A1c is 12.2%. She only takes glimepiride 4 mg twice a day. She failed metformin therapy secondary to GI side effects. She states she is allergic to all insulin that she is tried so far.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 12.2%. The patient reports a history of allergy to Tresiba, Lantus, and all the other insulin that she has tried. Therefore, I will add Trulicity 0.75 mg once weekly and continue the glimepiride 4 mg twice daily. She tried metformin therapy, however, she felt this due to GI side effects and also unable to take this due to her chronic kidney disease.

2. For her chronic kidney disease, she is followed by Dr. Pinzon.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on simvastatin 20 mg daily.

5. Followup with primary care provider Dr. Montero.
