PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No past medical history.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Anal fissure repair.

MEDICATIONS: Clonidine for ADHD.

ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN, ZITHROMAX, and ROCEPHIN.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Endorses smoke exposure. Father vapes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Asthma and hypertension.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 109/67.

Pulse 123.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.
HEENT: Moist mucus membranes.

Throat: Erythematous and edematous tonsils, pharynx, and uvula.

No exudate.

Uvula is midline and mobile.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Strep pharyngitis, acute.

2. Acute sore throat.

PLAN: The patient was given following prescription: Motrin 100 mg/5 mL, he was advised to take 5 mL t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain/fever. She was strongly encouraged to finish cefdinir. Come back to clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
