HISTORY: This is a 43-year-old gentleman with back pain. The patient stated that he was on a slide at a Local Community Park and as he slid down, he hit his back approximately a week ago and still he is having pain in his right flank region. He described pain as sharp. He states pain is approximately 6/10, worse with motion for longstanding. He states pain does not radiate and is confined to his right flank.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Left flank: There is ecchymosis present, tenderness to palpation. No bony tenderness of his thoracic or lumbar spine.

The patient was advised to go to the emergency room to have this evaluated with x-rays. He declined. He states he does not want to go to the emergency room. So what I did, I ordered a CT scan for the patient to be done in the emergency room. The CT scan could not have been done because the patient’s insurance carrier was closed.
