HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 10-year-old young man. Mother brings him in. She states he had some chills. He had fever and sore throat. Symptoms seemed to have resolved today. Mother feels like he is getting better. They are about to go on a trip to Six Flags up in Dallas and she just wants to get him checked to make sure he is okay. So, no real ongoing complaint now. He had those symptoms prior.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/65. Pulse 95. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 69 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Very mild erythema. Nothing ominous. No enlargement of the tonsils. Oral mucosa is moist. There is no strawberry tongue.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a strep test, it was negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Pharyngitis transient in nature, very mild. No medications will be given today. His strep test was negative. I have encouraged mother to keep giving him an allergy medicine and just monitor for any returning symptoms. Plenty of fluids and plenty of rest.
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
