SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup subacute rehab. The patient has been doing well. He is complaining of some itching in the arm with dry skin when I saw him. I did not see any rash nor vesicles. The patient also has a periodic cough while he was eating and he is being followed by speech therapy. They gave him diet as recommended by them. Otherwise today, no fever. No chills. No cough. No congestion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake. He is alert and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/78, pulse 76, temperature 97.8, respiration 16, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right knee surgical scar has been healed. No calf tenderness. No edema.

Skin: No significant rash with dry skin noted in the both arm and both leg with dry skin.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Recent septic right knee completed the antibiotic course already.

3. Recent pneumonia treated.

4. Dry skin xerosis.

5. Liver mass suspected liver carcinoma.

6. History of traumatic brain injury resulted in right sided weakness and ambulatory dysfunction.

7. Dysarthria due to traumatic brain injury.

PLAN: Reviewed all his medications will be continued. We will start patient on Lac Hydrin 12% lotion for the dry skin and we will continue monitoring.
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
