ADDENDUM: I have discussed management plan discussed with the patient’s son who is visiting him today because of his pain in the back issues. Currently, he is on Tylenol p.r.n. for pain and that seems to be not helping because of his back pain the family is requesting if we can give something stronger for the pain. Initially, he was suggesting we should not give him gabapentin but patient has a known CKD and the risk of sedation is very high. I discussed with him again that we can try low dose oxycodone 2.5 mg p.o. three times a day p.r.n. basis if it helps. In the meantime, all his other medication he is taking will be continued. He is on Tylenol 500 mg two tablets every six hours p.r.n. For severe pain, he takes Tylenol 500 mg q.6h. p.r.n. for mild pain, Senokot/docusate twice a day, and allopurinol 100 mg daily for gout, aspirin 81 mg daily, ferrous sulfate 325 mg daily, and latanoprost eye drops. He is on levothyroxine 88 mcg daily for hypothyroidism and cyanocobalamin 100 mcg daily supplements. He is on vitamin D supplement 50,000 units every week once a week, melatonin 3 mg every night for insomnia, metoprolol XL 25 mg daily, Protonix 40 mg daily, MiraLax 17 g daily, Flomax 0.4 mg daily, Lipitor 20 mg daily, lidocaine patch 5% daily, and Lasix 20 mg daily. He was started doxycycline 100 mg b.i.d. and he will be continued on that to complete the course, cough syrup, and Mucinex 600 mg b.i.d. The patient code status DNR/DNI. I discussed with the patient and the son at the bedside.
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
