CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for macroscopic hematuria.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had urinalysis two weeks ago it showed few red blood cells after that the patient had urine culture, which was unremarkable and the patient stated that occasionally she has burning urination and not had seen by frank blood in the urine.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or increased urinary frequency. The patient also denied leg swelling, calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
