CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of high blood sugar.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his blood sugars ranging from 150 to 180 mg/dL and the patient went and saw endocrinologist and they are falling very closely. His hemoglobin A1c was more than 7.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
