History: Mr. David Dworaczyk is a 68-year-old white male who called this morning through the answering service that he is developing swelling of both of his legs. They are not painful. He has +1 pitting edema of both of his legs. He has had DVT in the past. He is on Xarelto for a long time. He denies any chest pain or shortness of breath. He does see Dr. Mitchell for cardiology and his last visit was about a month ago. His sugars are doing good. His A1c as of April was 5.1. He is allergic to SULFA, PENICILLIN and CODEINE. I have started him on Lasix 20 mg a day. I have ordered some current lab work that includes CBC, CMP, A1c, and microalbumin in urine. I will see him in the office in a week.
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
