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NEW PATIENT EVALUATION

History: Mr. Ciaran Buckley is a 28-year-old white male who has attention deficit disorder. He was last taking Vyvanse 50 mg from Dr. Dhaduk. He has not had any in about three to four months. He is a Ph.D. student studying mathematics at Texas A&M and he is a teaching assistant to the undergraduate students. He is single. He has no children. He did smoke, but quit a few weeks ago. He denies use of any drugs. He drinks a few beers over the weekend. He has not had any operations. He is single. He has never had children. He states he is in good health. He may have labs done several years ago.

Physical exam is essentially normal as in the chart. 

I told him our way of doing complete workup on new attention deficit evaluations that would include my exam, detailed complete history, a CNSVS testing for underlying depression or anxiety, and EKG because ADD medicines are stimulants and we want to be sure he does not have preexcitation or any other problems. We also recommended generalized blood profile that would check CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH, and has to be sure he does not have underlying depression or severe anxiety or anything else. So, this is how my evaluation goes. It is acceptable to him. When I told him that if he needs the medicine today, I would like to do a urine drug screen on him today and then only I can give him, he states he is not able to give me urine specimen because he had used the bathroom right before he came to us. Also, we gave him some mango juice and others from the office. He states he still would like to come back because he is not able to give urine specimen. Physical exam is normal expect his heart rate was about 110-115 and I do not know the reason. He is advised to complete lab work. We will do a urine drug screen if he comes back today. Otherwise, he can do the urine drug screen at the lab and if the urine drug screen is negative then I can give Vyvanse 50 mg. I have encouraged him not to smoke. He understands the plan of treatment.
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
