NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

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PLAN: Today we will go ahead and do labs. Labs last time did not include cholesterol. We will go ahead and do lipid profile. He was advised we will call as soon as the results are available. Labs drawn in August were reviewed and they were slight elevations and slight decrease. Not significant enough for intervention. No medication was refilled to the patient. He had lipids drawn and blood drawn today. When these results are available we will be calling the patient.
