The patient states she has no symptoms. She denies night sweats. She denies bloody sputum with cough. Denies weight loss. Denies body aches. She states she is afraid of needles and does not want to have the skin test. She wants to have x-ray as required by employer.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress. The patient is obese.

VITAL SIGNS: Not taken.

HEENT: Normal.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmur. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. TB screen by x-ray.
