HISTORY: This is a 50-year-old gentleman here with left ankle and leg pain. The patient states approximately two weeks ago he was filling gas when he tripped and fell hitting his ankle and his lateral surface. He states he was seen at  local emergency room where he had x-ray of his ankle and x-ray revealed no abnormality. The patient states he came in today because he continues to have pain and would like some medication for pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 97%at room air.

Blood pressure 141/92.

Pulse 64

Temperature 98.1.

Left lower extremity he has some tenderness in the lateral surface of his left lower extremities. No edema. No erythema. No deformity.

Left ankle full range of motion with moderate discomfort on flexion. Negative anterior draw. No tenderness to the lateral or medial malleoli.

X-ray was done of his lower extremity. X-ray revealed mild displaced oblique fracture to the proximal shaft of the fibula just below the knee. There is some tenderness in the anterior surface of his ankle. We will go head and do scan of his ankle also. MRI for further evaluation. The patient will call this MRI sent for followup on procedure date.  
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The patient was placed in posterior short leg splint. He was given crutches. The patient was given a consultation to Dr. Buczek. Dr. Buczek will evaluate this patient again. We called his office and they agreed to see him tomorrow 10/10/23 at 1400 hours. The patient was made know of this fact. He states he will make the appointment.

MRI of his left ankle was requested. The patient has __ to go about making that call and set another appointment. He states he understands and will comply. He is sent home with Naprosyn 500 mg one p.o b.i.d for 14 days, #28. A review of his old x-ray reveals no fracture. This x-ray was done on 09/26/23.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
