HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old. Mother complains that she has a rash on her buttocks. It has been going on for two days now. She has had this before. Typically mother states when she gets antifungal medication seems to help quite a bit. We will do that for her today. No other issues. No cough. No fevers. She plays well. Normal bathroom habits.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for secondhand smoke. She lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. She does allow me to interact with her. She seems a bit active in the room today.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 87. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.4. Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 35 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No erythema. 

NECK: No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

Examination of the diaper area, it does show some redness with some whitish residue typical of tinea infection. We will treat that accordingly.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Tinea rash. Nystatin cream to be applied two to three times a day to the area of rash #30 g.

2. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest. Mother is going to watch for improvement in that rash and if that does not occur, she is going to call me and will come back for follow up. I have answered all the mother’s questions today.
