SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Anna is a 69-year-old Caucasian female who has been attending rehabilitation program for her physical strength. She describes she is feeling better. Her medication is working. She denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. She was happy and pleasant having no complaint or any symptoms of anxiety or depression. She described her medication has been working and she is getting all the medications from rehabilitation program. Therefore she does not need any refill of the prescription. She wanted to know when I can call her back. I explained that I will see her as usual every two weeks. Currently, she is on lamotrigine 150 mg tablet two tablet daily, Lamictal 25 mg daily, seroquel 25 mg in the morning, seroquel XR 50 mg at bedtime, melatonin 10 mg daily. She has got refill for hydroxyzine therefore it was discontinued.  She denies any side effect of the medication. The patient was provided support and redirection, help to develop coping skills and reinforce positive strength in her activities and involvement in social activities as this is one of the best time for her to do it to which she agreed. A followup appointment was given was given in two weeks.
