SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David is a 46-year-old Caucasian male who has history of paranoid schizophrenia has been involved in a legal trouble in which he does not have any fall, but was found at wrong place at wrong time. The patient has been subjected by the court for forensic evaluation and also for the drug screening. So in recent court date his drug screening was stopped as drug screening was found negative. Forensic center evaluation is still pending. However he described he is not depressed or suicidal. He is not hearing any voices or any paranoid delusion. His attorney has been working on his case to get it done. The patient was in a good mood and pleasant affect. He is taking Zyprexa 20 mg daily and also consistently compliance with the Prolixin 5 mg twice a day. He described the combination of the medication is helping him. He does not have any more anxiety or any more paranoia or hallucination. He has been living by himself, but his mother, father and brother have been supportive. The patient is in good mood and pleasant affect. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Judgment and insight seems to be okay. 

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid stable.

PLAN: Continue with the Zyprexa 20 mg daily and Prolixin 5 mg twice a day. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefit and side effect were explained. Prognosis is guarded.
