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1. HM, 3-year-old with vomiting required two Zofran doses in the emergency room. 250 cc of normal saline. Swab test negative. CBC and CMP negative, was sent home with no medications. Mother did not want to talk to me or hung up on me without explanation.
2. AS, is a 34-year-old male with nosebleeds. The patient has had this a few months ago. He has an appointment with PCP next week. No antibodies or treatments were given since the bleeding had already stopped. Consider antibiotic and/or there is a constriction, vasoconstrictor and/or nasal steroids in the patient’s with chronic nosebleed. He was happy with the care received.

3. RR, 44-year-old presented to the emergency room in a mental crisis. The patient was sent home after blood work was negative. He is to follow up with Livingston Mental Center. Mother was happy with the care received.

4. NE, is a 44-year-old with swelling in the eyes, mouth pain and rash on the hands. Diagnosed with eczema. Treated with Amoxil and triamcinolone. She states the doctor was very rude and would not listen to me. Symptoms are slowly getting better.
5. NH, 6-month-old baby with possible head injury after fell in the bathtub, hit her head against the faucet. No evidence of injury was noted. Exam was negative. No workup was done. Left message for mother to call back.

6. MA, is a 27-year-old with anxiety, nausea, and vomiting. The patient has been drinking excessively or using cocaine. White count was 20,000. INR negative. CBC negative. Treated with Protonix. WBC was not explained or noted. Also UA and UDS would have been helpful as well. Nevertheless, he was happy with the care that was received. The patient called me back later.

7. ZS, is a 20-month-old baby with sores in his mouth, diagnosed with Fifth disease. Doing better. Mother was happy with the care received.
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8. CD, 38-year-old with itching diagnosed with poison ivy. Treated with Decadron and Zyrtec in the emergency room. The mailbox was full. No other medications were given. Please consider p.o. steroids at home postinjection with poison ivy/poison oak.

9. BA, is a 10-year-old child with itchy spots on the body diagnosed with poison oaks. Prednisone 10 mg given x1. Mom states that the lesions are still there, but they seem like they are less pink. Please consider longer treatment for poison oaks and poison ivy once again.

10. JR, is a 15-year-old with cut in the eyebrows closed with 6-0 Prolene. The family was very happy with the care received.

11. CA is an 11-year-old with cut on the left middle finger, closed with 4.0. Mailbox was full. 
12. WP, is an 86-year-old with knee pain. X-ray showed DJD and osteoarthritis severe. The patient is not on pain medication. No medications were offered. Left message for the patient to call me back.

13. SB, 60-year-old woman with stomachache, nausea, vomiting, fever, and diarrhea. CBC and CMP negative. White count 6000. Urinalysis shows UTI. CT shows gastroenteritis along with pyelonephritis. The patient was given Zosyn in the ER and then treated with Flagyl and Cipro at home. Doing little bit better and she was happy with the care received.
14. JW, is a 68-year-old lady with foot pain. X-rays negative. Treated with Motrin 600 mg. Doing much better. She was happy with the care received. She has a history of tendinitis.
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
