REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above. He is alert. He is awake.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 212 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 105. Blood pressure 143/97. We will recheck blood pressure.
HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. 
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. As far as his weight loss is concerned, I looked at his liver. He does have slightly fatty liver.

2. Gallbladder within normal limits.

3. Kidneys are normal.

4. Family history of stroke because of which did carotid ultrasound which was within normal limits.

5. Slightly tachycardic at 105. Because of this reason, we looked t his echocardiogram which was normal. He does have lymphadenopathy in his neck and the gallbladder looked normal.

6. Rocephin and Decadron given now.
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7. Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak, and Bromfed DM. 

8. We will reevaluate him in three days if not any better. He has had blood work done recently. He is not taking any cholesterol medication. He used to be on Zocor, but without that his cholesterol is still well controlled.
9. Repeat blood pressure is still elevated. I am going to have him check his blood pressure for me may be twice a day for the next couple of days and then call me with the results.
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
