Dear Dr. Demock:

This is a telemedicine followup visit with Mrs. Baczkiewicz with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Her last visit was April 10, 2023.  She is doing a telemedicine visit instead of a face-to-face visit because she tested positive for COVID infection last week.  Today she is very tired.  No fever or chills, but she has cough and clear nasal congestion.  She is just starting to get over COVID and still needs to quarantine for a bit longer and stay home as much as possible.  She did travel to Florida and felt that she probably got the virus while traveling and her husband also has the virus at this time.  She has lost 12 pounds since her last visit in April 10, 2023.  She attributes that to switching from Trulicity to Mounjaro injections and that medication has helped tremendously with the weight loss.  She denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No chest pain or palpitations.  She is sick with COVID so she does have a cough it is nonproductive.  No excessive shortness of breath.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood and no edema.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight lisinopril with hydrochlorothiazide 20/25 mg she takes two daily in addition to insulin and other medications.
Physical Examination:  Weight 166 pounds and blood pressure 135/70.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies, she has not had labs done since April 5th so I do not have any recent labs to report.  The last creatinine level was 1.27.  The patient will wait at least two weeks and to make sure she is fully recovered from COVID and then she will go get labs done for us.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease.  We will continue to do labs every three months.  We have asked her to do that.

2. Hypertension.

3. Diabetic nephropathy and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
