Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Mr. Bailey with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in April.  No hospital visit.  I did an extensive review of systems is being negative, overall feeling well.  Did have bilateral cataract surgery without any side effects.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Off ACE inhibitors presently losartan, HCTZ, potassium replacement and potassium sparing diuretics.

Physical Examination:  Today weight 249 previously 240, blood pressure 144/67.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no abnormalities.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  No edema or neurological deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine is stable 1.2 he has been as high as 1.4, present GFR 58 stage III.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and hemoglobin normal.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression, no symptoms and no dialysis.  All chemistries stable, potassium normal, tolerating ARB losartan among others.  Blood pressure in the office acceptable at home better 110s-130s.  Continue physical activity, pay attention to weight gaining.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
