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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a 79-year-old female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIB. The patient’s latest laboratory workup shows that she remains with serum creatinine of 1.5 with BUN 23 and the estimated GFR is 24 mL/min. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 197 mg/g of creatinine. The microscopic examination of the urine is negative.

2. The patient is with diagnosis of diabetes mellitus that has been under control with just diet. Hemoglobin A1c is 7.4. The patient is not taking any medications for the blood sugar.

3. Hyperlipidemia. The patient has very mild elevation of the triglycerides.

4. Diabetes mellitus that is under control.

5. Polymyalgia rheumatica and osteoarthritis that give lot of symptoms especially in the hands.

6. The patient has coronary artery disease that is followed by the cardiologist.

7. Status post carotid endarterectomy.

8. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy with thyroid profile that is adequate.

9. The patient has history of breast cancer status post lumpectomy. Reevaluation will be done in six months.
