The chain was stabilizing an air craft on the deck.  The patient tripped over and fell and hit the front of the head.  The patient had immediately loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that she was out of consciousness.  The patient does not know how long she was out of consciousness.  The patient tells me that she was taken to the medical bay.  The patient became confused and disoriented.  She woke up, she had a severe headache.  She was disoriented.  The patient has severe headache.
The patient also has headache every single day.  The patient tells me that these headaches are every single day.  They could last for several hours everyday.  It can last for several days.  The patient tells me that she also had significant memory loss.  Her memory is not a sharp as before.  The patient has significant forgetfulness.  The patient also ringing in the ears.  The patient feels front of the head is always painful.  The patient always tired all the time.  She need to rest all the time.
The patient is currently a mechanic for the navy.  The patient tells me that her memory is affecting her to do her job.  The patient will forget the task duties.  The patient will forget what she needs to do.  She needs to write down everything.  The patient decreased concentration.  She has decreased in focus.  Her headaches are affecting her focus and concentration.
MoCA examination, score is 26/30.  The patient missed 3 on delay recall.  The patient also missed one on serial 7.
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
