On September 13, 2023, I called Medicare to clarify how long it would take for my opt-out to be complete. They said approximately three months and there was no way to make it occur faster. So, I filled out the application and dated it September 13, 2023, and put it in the mail. The following week, I received an Email that the application was received and they were working on it. Then, in the beginning of October, in a letter dated September 29, 2023, I received a letter saying that my opt-out affidavit was accepted retroactive to September 13, 2023. Then, I received the approval letter in the first week of October. All the patients that I saw from September 13, 2023, to October 4, 2023, were not reimbursed by Medicare. I would have been much more comfortable with the process that took approximately a month so I could prepare my patients, but the least it should not be approved retroactive several weeks before I even receive the letter that it was approved.
I hope you will be able to resolve this matter favorably for me.
