Thank you for this referral.

This 66-year-old female who comes here for evaluation today. She is a resident of Denton State Supported Living Center. The patient does not offer any symptoms. She is here for Reclast infusion for osteoporosis.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability secondary to prematurity, microcephaly, quadriparesis, and osteoporosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in wheelchair.

Eyes: She keeps it closed. She is legally blind.

ENT: Unremarkable.
Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: Muscle wasting.
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LABS: Her CBC is within normal limit. CMP is also within normal limit. Her creatinine is 0.7 and her DEXA scan does show osteoporosis.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Osteoporosis.

2. Intellectual disability.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Reclast 5 mg in 250 mL normal saline over two hours. Upon completion, we will send her back to Denton State Supported Living Center.
