Thank you for this referral.

Followup being done for anemia and history of hemochromatosis.

SYMPTOMS: The patient is quiet. He does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability and history of seizure disorder. He is on Depakote.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in wheelchair.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: WBC 2.4, hemoglobin 11, hematocrit 34.3, platelet 107, RDW 15.3, and ANC 672.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Mild anemia.

2. Neutropenia with ANC of 672.

3. History of seizure disorder. The patient on Depakote.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Since, the patient is on Depakote. His hemoglobin and WBC might sill low. However, his seizures are controlled. He may be continued on current dose. Periodic CBC, ANC level would be advisable, p.r.n. Neupogen 480 mcg subQ for ANC less than 1000 might be required.
