NECK: Shows JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
EXTREMITIES: A 2.5 cm abscess left axilla associated with lymphadenopathy.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Hidradenitis, left axilla.

2. After consent was obtained, the area was closed and anesthetized and drained.

3. Area was packed.

4. The patient was given Rocephin 1 g.

5. The patient was sent home with Augmentin.

6. Findings were discussed with the patient.

7. She will use Hibiclens on regular basis, at least three to four times a week.

8. Come back in a month.

9. Remove packing tomorrow.

10. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving the office.
