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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 77-year-old Hispanic female that has a long history of diabetes mellitus, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia and nephrosclerosis associated to that. The patient is CKD II. She continues to have a serum creatinine that is 0.92 with an estimated GFR of 64 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria, no activity in the urinary sediment.
2. Diabetes mellitus that is under control. Hemoglobin A1c is 6%.

3. Hyperlipidemia. The total cholesterol is 185, HDL 46, LDL 113, triglycerides within normal limits.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. Blood pressure reading today 140/80. Most of the time, this patient is between 110 and 120/70 according to the blood pressure log.
