CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of diarrhea and erectile dysfunction.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed diarrhea for past five to six days. It is watery without any blood and he had no fever or chills and the patient also has erectile dysfunction for which he has used tadalafil 20 mg once a day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for heartburn and the patient is on omeprazole 20 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of nausea and he is on ondansetron 4 mg one tablet twice a day as needed.

ALLERGIES: Neurontin, mild rashes without any problems.
SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his girlfriend and the patient is at this time work as a forklift operator and he smoked five cigarettes a day. The patient has no history of alcohol use or substance abuse and his exercise is mostly walking.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.
