CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has leg swelling due to significant housework. The patient was seen in the emergency room and DVT was ruled out. The patient was started on pain medication and now she is feeling better. Also the patient complained of fatigue especially in the daytime and she has no history of snoring.
