The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that it was in 2007, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient was in a Humvee during patrol.  His driver fell asleep behind the wheel and hit the head on into a concrete wall.  The patient tells me that he was immediately ejected upwards from his seat, and hit that the roof of the truck.  He felt his whole body was compressed by body armor in the neck and the back.  The patient immediately passed out.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness for few minutes.  The patient woke up with confused and disorientation.  The patient tells me that there was another patrol in 2007 in his Humvee.  It was struck by an IED explosion.  The patient was in the passenger seat where the blast struck him.  At that point, he hit his head on the door from the blast.  The patient had immediate headache, confusion, and disorientation.
The patient has headache a lot.  The patient has short-term memory loss.  The patient slurred speech.  He tells me that his right face is numb.  The patient has difficulty with balance.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient has irritability and anger issues.  The patient feel tired all the time.
The patient is currently seeing a neurologist with speech therapy and memory test.  The patient is taking headache medications including Topomax and rizatriptan.
The patient tells me that he is active duty in the army.  The patient is in arm crewman.  The patient tells me that significant difficulty to do his job.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate focus.  The patient will forget his tasks at times.  The patient would forget where items are.  The patient will forget where he placed his items.  The patient gets angry and frustrated quickly.  The patient always on guarded and anxious.
MOCA examination score is 24/30.  The patient missed four on delay recall.  The patient missed one on serial 7.  The patient missed one on attention.
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
