HYSMITH, MARY
Mary is 90-year-old woman admitted to hospice with advanced dementia, hypothyroidism, elevated bilirubinemia, elevated liver function test, constipation, dehydration, atherosclerotic heart disease, bladder mass, and spinal stenosis. The patient requires pain medication to control her pain. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is bedbound and lives with her family. She has a KPS score of 40%. Her son Allen Brem is her primary caregiver. At the decision of family and PCP, the patient has been referred to hospice because the family no longer wants the patient to be transferred back and forth to the hospital and they want her to be kept comfortable. The patient has been taking the donepezil and memantine for her memory loss, but has been discontinued since her advance condition and makes her not a candidate for any type of Alzheimer medication treatment. The patient is expected to die in the next few weeks hence makes the patient hospice appropriate along with weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, very little appetite and significant weight loss especially in the past 30 days over 10 pounds.
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
