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ECHO Report

Please note that this patient was difficult to image and various structures could not be well recorded.

Final Interpretation:
1. Mild degree of left ventricular dilatation.
2. Mild degree of left ventricular systolic dysfunction. Estimated ejection fraction is approximately 45%.
3. Moderate degree of diastolic dysfunction.
4. The inferior wall and inferoseptal area in the mid and distal region is hypokinetic. Other areas contracting adequately.
5. Mild to moderate left atrial enlargement.
6. Mild degree of ascending aorta aneurysm at sinuses with aortic diameter 4 cm. Please note that patient had an ascending aorta replaced by conduit approximately five years ago.

7. Aneurysm of the arch of aorta with a diameter 4.5 cm.

8. Mild to moderate aortic regurgitation. Please note that five years ago at the time of ascending aorta surgery patient had an aortic wall repair done.

9. Trivial mitral regurgitation.

10. Mild tricuspid regurgitation. Right ventricular systolic pressure 21 mmHg.

11. No significant aortic stenosis noted.
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
