CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after motor cycle accident.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was driving his motor cycle and another vehicle hitting from the back and he sustained severe injuries involving left hip in the low back and he has multiple fractures. The patient was seen by Loyola University Medical Center. The patient has complained of pain on and off and sometimes, the pain level is 7 or 8 and is requesting pain medications.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the low back and forward flexion is painful at 45 degrees. The patient also has significant tenderness of the left pelvic wound where he has two fractures and the patient uses walker and getting home physical therapy.
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
