CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain and rash on the penis.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed low back pain on and off for past few years. At this time, pain is mostly in the back without any radiation to the lower extremities and pain level is 6 or 7 and it is relieved after resting. The patient had back injury many years ago.
The patient also noticed small area of rash on the left side of the penis, it is sometime pruritic, but there is no discharge. The patient has no history of STD.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, fever, chills, exposure to infections, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals minimal tenderness of the soft tissues of the lumbar spine and forward flexion is painful at 90 degrees.
Skin examination of the penis reveals 1 cm area of mild rash. There are no open wounds or discharge. No redness or tenderness.
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
