DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 84-year-old Hispanic male that is followed in the practice because of primary hyperparathyroidism. The patient has been taking Sensipar 30 mg every day. The serum calcium is 10.4. The patient is completely asymptomatic.

2. CKD stage IIIA. The patient has a serum creatinine that has remained 1.5 mg% with an estimated GFR that is 45 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

3. Diabetes mellitus that has been under control. The hemoglobin A1c is 6.6%.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The patient has blood pressure today of 133/67.

5. During the next visit, we are going to evaluate a lipid profile.
We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.

We spent 8 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 15 minutes, and in the documentation 5 minutes.
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
