CC: Pharmacy issues.
HPI: The patient is an 86-year-old male who was admitted on doxepin (trade name Sinequan) 100 mg q.d. for the diagnosis of depression. Pharmacy raises the question of this medication at this dose per the Beers Criteria inappropriate in patients over 65 and older independent of diagnosis. This medication has a strong anticholinergic property that can lead to sedation and orthostatic hypotension. I am going to decrease this medication to 50 mg q.d. and see how he is doing next week. Ideally, we would like to get him off this medication and start him on an SSRI.
