CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 60-year-old seen out on the patio. He was with his mother smoking and very agreeable to talking about his lab work. He stated that he was doing good, they had had lunch and then come outside.

DIAGNOSES: Early onset dementia moderate without BPSD, depression, nicotine dependence, and hypertension variable.

MEDICATIONS: Zoloft 50 mg q.d., Lipitor 20 mg q.d. and clonidine 0.1 mg p.r.n. with parameters.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Thin energetic male agreeable to reviewing labs.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/62, pulse 68, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, and weight 124 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Independently ambulatory. He is wiry and has a brisk pace. Moves arms in a normal range of motion.

NEUROLOGIC: He makes eye contact. His speech is clear. He has an animated affect appropriate to what he is stating. He has clear short-term memory deficits and has to have explantation for most things.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hyperlipidemia. The patient is on Lipitor 20 mg q.d. TCHOL is 146 with LDL 40, HDL 95 and triglycerides 58; all good numbers and I reassured family.
