HPI: A 78-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease is seen in her room. The patient’s room is always cleaned and organized as her personal appearance is the same. She was pleasant and we sat and reviewed her labs.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, HTN, IBS, and fibromyalgia with chronic pain.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/05/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: A 78-year-old female who welcomed us in, but was clear she wanted to do business and be done which we did. She stays in her room. She comes out for meals and occasionally can be coaxed into an activity. The patient is alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/70, pulse 64, temperature 97.1, and respirations 16.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently in her room. She is walking a bit slower and appears little more flatfoot than previously noted. She has no lower extremity edema and moves her arms in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. She is oriented x2. She has to reference for date and time, soft-spoken, and can make it clear if she needs explanation or does not hear you.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
