CHIEF COMPLAINT

Pituitary microadenoma.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 42-year-old female, with chief complaint of pituitary microadenoma.  The patient tells me that she had MRI recently and found to have pituitary microadenoma.  The patient has been seeing endocrinologist for that.  The patient has prolactinoma.  The patient denies any recent changes.  There is no blurred vision.  There is no hemiparesis.  There is no blind vision.  There is no hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

Pituitary microadenoma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY

Breast augmentation on August 17, 2023.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS

Cabergoline.

ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is single.  The patient has one son.  The patient is unemployed.  The patient quit smoking.  The patient drinks alcohol weekly basis.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY
Mother has stroke, heart disease, ASD, morbid obesity, psoriatic arthritis and lupus.  Father is IBS and hearing loss.  Sister was migraine.  Brother also PTSD, anxiety and depression and fibromyalgia.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS
Hair loss, vision loss, palpitation, abdominal pain, heartburn acid reflux symptoms, joint pain, muscle pain, cramps, numbness, and depression.
DIAGNOSTIC TESTS
1. A brain MRI, done on June 27, 2023.  It shows finding with right pituitary gland measuring 3 mm suspicious for possible pituitary microadenoma.

2. There is also periventricular white matter disease.

IMPRESSION

1. Periventricular white matter disease.  Explained to the patient these are common findings.  I do not think they are related to her symptoms.
2. Pituitary microadenoma.  The patient is seeing endocrinologist.

RECOMMENDATION:

1. Recommendation is to continue to see the endocrinologist with microadenoma.  Explained the patient that the periventricular white matter disease is not related to her symptoms.
